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Amere twenty-three miles from Dublin, the
even smaller town of Richmond was full of
rugged characters with wonderful, expressive

faces that inspired Alec. Hard-working farmers and
loggers made up most of Richmond's tiny population.
In the area of the town known as the Polecat District,
Alec found a 113-acre farm. For the sum of $750 - a
small fortune in that time of the Depression - he bought
from Ozro Bolles the farm and its 1783 house and, for
an extra dollar, the contents of the house - the furniture,
dishes, tools and all household items. And he set up
housekeeping. 

Micky says: "It was abandoned. Grass was growing
in the middle of the road and there were chickens liv-
ing inside the house." Alec went there, by all accounts,
not for the land but for the people, for their faces.
Micky adds this observation: "When he went to Prado,
it was a kind of religious experience for him, a spiritu-
al awakening. The lights went on and then he began
painting psychological portraits instead of the formal
ones." 

It was Richmond, where the folks were plain and
down to earth, that fired Alec's imagination and
brought to him a kind of happiness he perhaps had
never felt. He not only painted these people but he
bonded with them and worked with them. To
Richmond he took with him the family's beloved
handyman Tony Betz, a skilled carpenter from
Peterborough. John Delaney, a mason from
Peterborough, came also, to help build a new chimney.
It was either Tony or Alec who called the Richmond
house "the sweetest place on earth," Micky can no
longer recall which one said it, but it was often said, a
benediction that has stuck with the memories of the old
house.

Tony and Alec swept off the top of the old barn
foundation and there built a new studio for Alec, a
rough but comfortable place where he worked happily
for many years.

In addition, neighbors Franklin and Ethel Morse,
Lorie Howard and friend Gerry Whitcomb helped him
rebuild the old farmhouse, laying new sills and setting
the building back to rights, rejuvenating the inside as
well and warming the kitchen table with their yarns.
While they worked, Alec not only worked alongside
them but he photographed them, especially Lorie
Howard, who lived next door. Lorie was a grizzled fel-

low with an untrimmed beard and tattered clothes, but
his eyes were sharp and intuitive. A carpenter's pencil
always stuck up under the brim of his hat, Lorie was the
perfect study for the kind of portraits Alec wanted to
create, no longer portraits of the wealthy elite but rather
portraits of the common man, the workers, their labors
evident in their faces and in their hands. In them, Alec
found new beauty. Lorie was not only a fascinating
study but he was also a good friend to Alec. 

Alec's friend and fellow artist, Barry Faulkner,
wrote about these neighbor subjects of Alec's:
"Stepping into the Richmond house you might find the
'Embattled Farmer,' who was a selectman of Richmond,
stripped to his long winter underwear, doing the town
accounts in the warm kitchen. Several of James's most
striking pictures were painted from this friend whose
keen intelligence and innate histrionic talent enabled
him to produce the revelation of character for which he
sought. . . Henceforth, James's method of painting var-
ied to match the idiosyncrasies of his sitter. Sometimes
he painted with a passionate directness that was star-
tling in its intensity, at others with a subtlety and wealth
of information reminiscent of his uncle's best prose-
portraits."

These portraits were the justification for Alec's time
in Richmond. In 1937, James had his first New York
show at the Walker Galleries, which was successful
enough so that three years later, another show was
mounted at the same venue. 

Alec took up residence in Richmond by himself.
Frederica and the children came out to visit on week-
ends, a pattern that would hold for the rest of his life.
Faulkner described it this way: "On Friday nights when
school was over his wife and boys would make the
long, rough drive to Richmond, to be welcomed by big
dogs, fires of four-foot logs and Alec's contagious gai-
ety."

Alec, it turned out, loved to cook and out in
Richmond, he did all the cooking. Micky remembers
the beautiful meals his father would prepare when they
came to visit. "He'd put things together in a big iron pot
and make three-day stews. He made biscuits and he
baked bread in the big oven. He did it all. He had a big
old iron cookstove that he loved, that he was proud of.
It was a simple place. There were no amenities out
there, no plumbing, no electricity, just an outdoor privy
and wood to heat. It was bare bones." (to be continued)

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The Town Election will be held on March 13, 2012
from 11:00 a.m. until 7:00 p.m. at the Veterans Memorial
Hall. If you would like to run for a town office, you must
file your declaration of candidacy at the Town Clerk's
office beginning January 25, 2012 and no later than
February 3, 2012. I will be open on February 3, 2012
from 3 - 5 p.m. for this purpose only. You must be a res-
ident of the town and a registered voter to qualify to run
for a town office. The following positions will be on the
ballot:

• One for Cemetery Trustee, 3-year term.
• One for Library Trustee, 3-year term.
• One for Moderator, 2-year term.
• Two for Planning Board, 3-year term.

• One for Planning Board, 1-year term.
• One for Selectman, 3-year term.
• One for Supervisors of the Checklist, 6-year term.
• One for Town Clerk, 3-year term.
• One for Trustee of Trust Funds, 3-year term.
Absentee ballots will be available at the Town Clerk's

office after February 3, 2012. Requests for absentee bal-
lots must be in writing and signed by the voter.
Applications for absentee ballots are now available at
the Town Clerk's office.
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There are three Supervisors of the Checklist. One is
elected every even year for a six-year term, and there is
one position up for election in 2012. The current office-
holders are Melissa Herman (term 2006-2012), who will
not be running for re-election; Beverly Hart (2008-
2014); and Joe Tonweber (2010-2016).

The number of elections varies from one in a year to
four in a year, so a Supervisor's time commitment can
range from small to significant. Any hours claimed are
recompensed at minimum wage. The position calls for:

• attention to detail;
• familiarity with the applicable state laws;
• working with New Hampshire's ElectioNet data

base system to update and produce checklists, scan
election-day data, and reconcile election day data
with the Town Clerk;

• a six-year commitment, to include availabili-
ty at the polls on election days;

• availability for occasional short, in-town ses-
sions as prescribed by state law (Tuesday evenings
or Saturday mornings).
As outlined by the Town Clerk in last month's and

this month's Rooster, the filing period for electoral
office starts on January 25, and ends on February 3.
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Happy New Year to all! A time to consider our
collective accomplishments and make plans for our
future. 

By now you know the tax rate was set on
December 12th at $22.995. The tax rate was reduced
by $1.76 per thousand from the 2010 tax rate. We
used revenue from the sale of tax deeded property to
offset town taxes; the school tax burden was lower
this year, but the county tax burden was somewhat
higher. For 2011 the town tax rate is $4.099, com-
pared to $4.45 in 2010; the County tax rate is $3.191,
compared to $2.98 in 2010; the Local School Effort
is $13.418, compared to $14.99; and the State
School Effort is $2.288, compared to $2.34 in 2010. 

The budget presented to you at Town Meeting
will reflect the plans of all municipal departments.
The Selectmen have reviewed budgets from every
Department and Committee working in the town. We
have asked departments to level fund this year, with-
out cost of living increases or raises in 2012. 

A budget should reflect the town's priorities and val-
ues but does not accurately portray the most valuable but
intangible assets the town has - our dedicated municipal
staff and the endless volunteer hours of our knowledge-
able board and committee members. The Selectmen
acknowledge all the volunteers and members of the
municipal staff and thank them for their service to the
town.

Roads and bridges are the most valuable tangible asset
in town and the budget will reflect the priority of main-

taining this asset today and into the future. Town build-
ings, historic treasures that they are, serve us well and the
budget will reflect our commitment to keeping them in
good repair and as energy efficient as possible. 

Our police, fire and rescue departments provide for the
safety of the community and their budgets will reflect
their commitment to providing the best possible service
with highly trained personnel, well-maintained equip-
ment and an unwavering dedication to duty. The
Selectmen, Tax Collector and Town Clerk provide
administrative services that keep the town running day to
day, and that duty will be reflected in our budgets. 

The various committees, commissions and communi-
ty groups in Richmond are the cultural glue that binds the
elderly and the youth, the infirm and poor, the farmer and
commuter, families and business owners into one com-
munity. These groups have relatively small budgets for
the tremendous work they do.

To say there are unmet needs is an understatement this
year especially. Spending taxpayer dollars must have a
solid rationale and part of that rationale has to do with
supporting our fellow residents. Towns must, by law, pro-
vide for the less fortunate in our community. And that
extends to an obligation to pay our fair share of funding
for other organizations that help us take care of our resi-
dents when they can't do it for themselves. 

Budget hearings will be scheduled in February. We
hope you will attend to ask questions and prepare your-
self to be an informed voter at Town Meeting.

Make sure your voice is heard. 2012 is a busy election
year with four opportunities to vote coming up -
Presidential Primary in January, Election Day and 2012
Town Meeting in March, and the Presidential Election in
November. 

On January 10th the Presidential Primary will be held.
There are 29 Republican candidates and 14 Democrat
candidates running. It is even more important to get out
and vote when the ballots are crowded with many hope-
ful candidates.

November so the weather is fabulous for walking, day-
time temps in the 70's, night time temps in the 50's. Lots
of sun, and no humidity. Ahh… perfect! And it was.

This year's walk was harder emotionally for me than
past years. As many of you know, I started this journey
on a whim, to do something I had never done before.
That was 6 years ago. Since then, I have met some
incredible people, and have walked in their honor. This
year was different. About a month before I was sched-
uled to step off in Phoenix, I received the phone call that
I hoped I would never have to take. My friend Krista was
gone. After a very long and arduous battle with cancer,
Krista's fight was over. I mourned her loss with her fam-
ily and multitude of friends, and rejoiced that she was
now among the angels. The realization that I would not
be walking in her honor, but in her memory was harsh.
And then I got a phone call.

Liz, the Arizona 3Day Field Coordinator, called one
sunny October afternoon. She had been perusing the
3Day Message Boards, and had read several of my posts.
She saw that I was coming in from NH, and also that I
was a "team of one". She also saw that I had posted a
note about Krista's passing. She was offering me the
opportunity to carry the "My Friend" flag in the Opening
and Closing Ceremonies this year. I was overwhelmed
by the honor, so of course I said yes! Oh my….

I had made contact with several fellow walkers from
various areas of the country, so had new friends to
meet…. Always one of the best parts of the walks!
Through Kate, I met Mike, and the three of us kept each
other company all weekend. Kate is from Dallas, Mike
from LA. Mike is an older gentleman; he is walking for
his wife and daughter. His wife is a Stage 4 survivor,
with no signs of disease!! Mike was also a flag bearer,
carrying the "Celebrating Anniversaries" flag for his
wife.

We started bright and early on Friday, November 11,
in downtown Phoenix. We walked northward, toward
Scottsdale. We passed through the Arizona Biltmore
resort, and meandered through Paradise Valley, between
Piestewa Peak and Camelback Mountain. The route took
us through various neighborhoods and communities, full
of cheering crowds and groups of supporters as we made
our way to our home away from home, Westworld. A
long day, but a great one! I made a beeline for the mas-
sage chairs, then dinner and a shower. I did sleep well
that night!

Day Two took us northeast, up toward Pinnacle Peak
and Four Peaks. We walked through Desert Camp Ranch
and were struck by the awesome beauty of the
McDowell Mountains and its many Saguaro cacti. There

was lots of inspiring community support that included
many residents of Powderhorn Ranch. The Girl Scouts
encouraged us with their many Cheering Stations and
banners posted throughout the day. It is the future for
these young girls that keeps me going! I had the oppor-
tunity to speak with many first time walkers, and hear
their stories. One young survivor, celebrating seven
years of clean health, was also celebrating her 35th birth-
day…. And people sometimes wonder why I walk. I was
able to help some walkers who were struggling to keep
their feet moving, just as on my first walk, I was inspired
by veteran walkers to keep putting one foot in front of
the other.

Sunday dawned with a chill in the air, as well as a few
showers. Nothing like San Diego last year!! Just enough
to be a bit of a nuisance, but we persevered. Kate's
daughter came up from Tucson to help her mom cele-
brate her birthday on Sunday, and acted as our personal
walker stalker, following us along the route, running
errands for real Gatorade (I thought I'd never ask for
that!). I let folks know along the route that it was Kate's
birthday, and she got many choruses of "Happy
Birthday" and lots of hugs. What a way to celebrate turn-
ing 54!!

We walked down through Old Town Scottsdale, past
many shops and art galleries, and on into the Scottsdale
City Hall Park. We danced, sang and cheered our fellow
walkers to the end of their journey. We collected our
Victory shirts and our roses, and headed over to the
Scottsdale Stadium for Closing Ceremonies. Again,
being honored to carry the "My Friend " flag, I took my
place on the stage and got to watch my fellow walkers,
crew and our Survivors entered the stadium and take part
in the incredible celebration. My friends Georgia and
Lauren met me in the parking lot. We shared hugs and
tears, and went home for a long hot shower and a good
soak in the hot tub!

I am already making plans for next year in San
Francisco. I know that you all will be in my heart as I
continue this journey. I will carry the love that you have
shown me as we move forward toward a cure. We
are getting closer. Early detection now leads to a
98% survival rate. As the sentiment on my friend
Mike's shirt stated so profoundly …

"With the help of God and fellow walkers We can
surely save those priceless knockers"
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Dessert with the Principal is a chance to meet
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Richmond's 2011 Town meeting offered Article
33 raising $3000.00 for the purpose of contracting
with an expert planning professional to review our
Zoning Ordinances to insure compliance with state
and federal law. Carol Ogilvie was contracted and
started working with the Planning and Zoning
Boards in joint workshops in August. Board mem-
bers have volunteered their time meeting twice a
month to bring a finished ballot for voters in
March 2012.

Basically, this was more of a clean up and
house keeping issue. Overall the Richmond
Zoning Ordinances appeared in very good shape
and needed to be reorganized for clarification. A
couple of articles needed a little more attention. 

The Board has already moved into the second
step of the process and had offered a Public
Hearing December 14, 2011 at the Veteran's Hall.
The hearing allowed the boards to receive public

input, answer questions and educate voters on changes
that were made and why. The next step in the process
will be the creation of the ballot. 

Enclosed in this issue will be the sections of the
revised Zoning Ordinances. Please read and become
familiar with them. The Boards will be asking for your
support with a YES vote on every Amendment. 

The February issue will have a sample ballot inserted
to allow voters to read the questions before entering the
voting booth. 
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The Pubic Hearing on the FY (fiscal year) 2012-2013
will be held on January 12, 2012, at the Monadnock
Regional High School, most likely at 7:00 p.m. Come
and see how 70% of your property tax money will be
brought to the deliberative session. The pubic will be
invited to comment on each warrant article. Following
the public hearing, the budget committee will set the
Operating Budget, the Default Operating Budget, and
put their recommendations on each warrant that spends
money.

The FY 2012-2013 Budget continues to be the hot
topic in the district for the past month. Cost per pupil
issues continue to be the second hot topic.

The Budget Committee, and it turns out the adminis-
tration, recommends closing the Sullivan Elementary
School to start FY 2012-2013. The Sentinel reported that
the selectmen of Sullivan would recommend withdrawal
from MRSD; furthermore, they will recommend sending
all Sullivan students to schools outside of Sullivan (and
therefore outside of SAU 93). Given the selectmen are
not for Sullivan school to be open -- why should MRSD?
While there will be a significant savings to our district in
the closing of the Sullivan school, the amount is yet to be
set. The administration did present a FY 2012-2013
major budget for Sullivan Elementary, which confuses
the issue of potential savings and/or costs. The educa-
tional impact of the closing is minimal, as Sullivan chil-
dren already attend Gilsum School for the majority of
the elementary education.

No word on the status of the three (3) union contracts.
Your school board negotiation team continues to work
with the three unions on these 3 separate contracts. At a
minimum, the school board would need to accept one,
two, or three of these contacts by January 10, 2012 -- to
get them on the warrant for 2012 processing (public
hearing/Deliberative session and vote in March). Ideally,
the contract(s) that are to go forward would be presented
at the regular meetings in December so both the school
board and the budget committee could review them with
some time to really look at them. 

Just 39 days to Deliberative session for February 11,
2012 for all taxpayers to turn out and stop things like
$918,000 being added to the budget that no one asked
for.

What an incredible expe-
rience Arizona was! Three days and sixty miles of sto-
ries, friends, tears and unending support for complete
strangers.

6) That a museum be established by the Society for
the exhibition of historical relics, documents and other
material of interest to the Town and County in the build-
ing provided.

7) That a suitable place be provided by the Town as a
headquarters for the Historical Society that will house its
collections, files, and museum, and that this building
might also be used for other Museum collections, special
exhibits, antique and Arts and Crafts show etc. which
could prove of benefit to the town in attracting outside

interest.
8) That the Historical Society determine and mark all

sites, areas, buildings and objects of historical signifi-
cance or interest within the Town boundaries of
Richmond.

9) That the residents of Richmond be encouraged to
restore and identify homes and property of historic inter-
est.

10) That an effort be made to encourage and promote
outside interest in the historical preservation of the Town
of Richmond.
